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Abstract: 

The objective of this work is to focus on the factors of school repetition in Algeria which have a major influence on the failure of a pupil, and to detect the variables which generate a repetition in the school cycle. Way We carried out a survey within the CEM Ibn Rochd in Algiers, the sample included 142 students of different levels of study. The analysis of the data collected included two rounds: the univariate and bivariate analysis and the multivariate analysis. The results of this analysis showed that grade repetition is explained by the student's motivations, the characteristics of his family environment as well as his school environment. In Algeria, we are witnessing edifying figures on the extent of repetition in the various levels of education, particularly in the middle education cycle. A situation which imposes the implementation of a strategy to fight against this phenomenon, and for that the object of this work is based on the school failure translated into repetition which has become a phenomenon which one often hears about, but which one does not still can not explain the causes.
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
