MTB-MLE AN INNOVATIVE APPROACH FOR EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION & DEVELOPMENT-CHALLENGES & WAY FORWARD

ABSTRACT
In today’s world, people use to talk about not merely education, rather, quality education. Quality education is the central stone in the architect of our planet where it produces useful and quality stones for construction. But, at the same time, the global village is confronted with several issues in education sector, ranging from drop outs to mother tongue based education and on to the MDGs. Issues are many but struggle has always been on the way to either alleviate them altogether or at least to minimize their number and impact on quality education and eventually the life on our planet. This paper shall bring the new experiences in education sector of private sector interventions from an area where the sector is facing multiple issues.
