With the proliferation of technology in education, gamified approaches have emerged as potential tools to enhance student engagement and learning outcomes. In response to this gap in research, this study investigates the impact of gamified artificial intelligence (AI)  applications on English language learning. Through an online questionnaire administered to EFL teachers in Algeria, this research seeks to uncover the pedagogical affordances, and practical implications of integrating gamified AI tools into English Language Learning instruction. By exploring the perceptions and challenges faced by EFL teachers, this study aims to provide valuable insights that can inform the development and implementation of effective technology-enhanced language learning initiatives tailored to the Algerian context and beyond.
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
