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Abstact
The meaning of the word “technologies” is that it is an ancient Greek word that is basically derived from two words: The first word: (TECHNE) the degree to which Arabic language teachers (for the secondary stage) use educational technologies in their schools and their obstacles in the State of Kuwait.
Introduction

The field of educational technology has passed through three stages of development, namely: the stage of the first parents (until 1700 AD), the stage of subsequent contributors (until 1900 AD), and the period of the twentieth century and the twenty-first century based on the scientific method of technical education (AL-MUSAWI, 1995), and some assert that this concept has deep historical roots, and perhaps the history of individuals goes back to the users of educational technologies, or the teachers who focused on what is known today as educational technology, To the era of the Sophists, that is, about 2420 years ago (Hakim, 1990), and "Hockerg" sees that the theories of educational technologies derive their roots from the ancient and modern principles of learning. , and from "Brunner and Janeh" and their theories about the structure and organization of knowledge, and from "Percy" and his machine his call for self-learning (Hashisho, 1983). The educational development movement has added an extra step towards instructional design, as the focus here is on the optimal design of the teaching and learning process, which consists of the following steps: identification of objectives, design of instruction, evaluation, and improvement (Al-Ghazawi, 1995; Al-Hela, 1998).
1- It means art or skill, and the second word: (LOCOS) means science or knowledge of skills (Al-Hilia, 1998). What is meant by technology in its simple sense: tools that are used, methods of tracking work, and science or (knowledge) that works; To root its foundations and benefit from the experience gained, which leads to its development and development in an integrated manner (Al Balushi, 1988). As for educational technologies: EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGY, it is a comprehensive and integrated process that includes individuals, procedures, theories, devices and organization; To analyze problems, plan, implement and evaluate solutions to them. As for the educational technologies: INSTRUCTIONAL TECHNOLOGY, Which is a branch of educational technology: it includes the process of managing ideas, methods, capital, machines, and human forces that enter the educational process (Ghazawi, 1999).
Classification of educational aids and technologies:

1- Iskandar and Ghazzawi (1994): There are several classifications of educational means and techniques, classified and developed by educational experts and educators on the basis of several criteria, including: the senses that address them, the method of obtaining them, the ability to display them optically or electronically, and the number of beneficiaries Including, the experiences it creates, the type of educational goals it achieves, its effectiveness, and its role in the learning process. Those working in the field of educational aids and technologies have found psychology and various learning theories, such as: theories of the human, social and natural sciences. Theoretical basis upon which their studies in the field of educational technologies are based, especially as it aims to identify the different colors of human behavior, the factors that affect it and the different methods of its measurement, and at a time when their interest is focused on educational psychology, which is also concerned with the foundations of learning such as interaction in classroom situations and other things that It relates to the characteristics of learners (Hamdi et ., 1993). The behavioral school and its educational principles are one of the most prominent learning theories in psychology, and it has had a strong impact on education since the mid-twentieth century, and it has been popular and well received by modern and contemporary educators using the scientific and objective method in education. Skinner and other behaviorists have advocated over the years the need to review educational practices, because: Traditional education was practicing some negative aspects in the learning environment regarding teachers' treatment of their students, while some stressed the need to prepare materials and textbooks programmed on the basis of sequential steps that lead Each successful step leads to positive reinforcement for the learner to advance to the next step (Programmed teaching) They also advocated the use of educational machines, and considered this a necessary issue to help the teacher maintain a conducive learning environment. This is in addition to efficiency, economy, accuracy and objectivity, which are considered pivotal values ​​in the field of education in general and educational technologies in particular (Morsi, 1980). Based on the foregoing, a number of foundations can be considered on which educational technologies depend .They are: moving from the tangible to the abstract, expanding the range of senses through which the individual learns, direct experiences achieve the best types of learning, reward and reinforcement for the learner, preparing the minds of learners to perceive relationships and organize information, training and continuous repetition, the learner’s knowledge of the results of his responses (feedback).
The problem of study and its questions: 

The educational system complains about the results of the educational process carried out in different schools, sometimes indicating that the defect in the student and sometimes indicates the lack of means that would pass the process easily and easily.  The various educational means through which the school seeks to facilitate the educational process have spread to be easy and more durable for the student. The study sought to answer the following questions: First, what degree of use of the educational techniques available to the Ministry of Education by rehabilitation teachers specializes in teaching Arabic language at the secondary  stage. Secondly, what are the obstacles to qualification teachers, who specialize in the field of Arabic when using teaching techniques at the secondary  stage.
