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The aim of this study is to examine how different critical perspectives are being accepted by Israeli students from different groups and minorities who attended sociology classes that took place in four different Israeli academic institutions. The social heterogeneity of the students in these geographically scattered institutions, together with the turbulent political and social times experienced by Israeli society during the process of data collection, enabled different comparisons that shed a new light on the role of the critical knowledge reproduced in the educational systems of conflicted societies. 

The findings of the research indicate that most students adopted a critical theory only when it promises to provide them with an advantage over competing groups. Accordingly, "critical" perspectives are rejected by students when they are perceived as endangering the interests and position of the groups to which they belonged.
