ABSTRACT


Teen pregnancy is an inresolved social problem. Since the pandemic, the cases of teenage pregnancy significantly increased. The ignorance about sexuality and reproduction both in parents and adolescents increases the early initiation of coital relations and of unwanted pregnancies. The aim of the study is to determine the contributing factors of teenage pregnancy and the aftermath of teenage mothers after giving birth in the middle of a pandemic. The study also sought to determine if childbearing during the course of the pandemic psychologically affected the pregnant teenagers. The study participants will involve 5 to 10 teen mothers ranging in ages from 18 to 20 who are currently residing in Bauang, La Union. The researchers developed themes and subthemes from the responses by categorizing reoccurring words and similarities in statements made. Three major themes emerged: (1) the pandemic’s contribution to early pregnancy, (2) the disruption of peace and pregnancy challenges during the pandemic, and (3) the coping mechanisms of teenage mothers. In connection to the major themes, subthemes were formed also from the respondents’ statements. 
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
