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An Examination of Concurrent Teaching in the United States During the Covid-19 Pandemic
Abstract—The academic school year of 2020-2021 in American public schools will hence forth be a marred collective anamnesis of valiant yet disillusioned responses to the Covid-19 pandemic. Condign to the highly infectious nature of Covid-19, public schools were closed for an average of 11 instructional months spanning the end of one, the beginning of, and a great deal of the subsequent academic year. Traditional in-person teaching was not suitable nor desirable for every student upon the reopening of schools in the United States mid-spring of 2021. Thus, school divisions and their governing elected school boards were thrust into heated debates on how to best educate all students, whether they could attend the school building or not. The concept of “concurrent teaching” was introduced to educators for the first time in 2020.  This study includes a current literature review, first-hand student and teacher reflections, and future recommendations.
