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Abstract
   In the design process, didactic criteria should be taken into consideration within Algerian technical universities since today English is a must for the scientific and technological developments. Therefore, the authenticity of materials and the relevance of texts in the field of medicine and tasks are of paramount importance. Moreover, the understanding of the linguistic insights help the teacher to design his own syllabus since language description is the way in which language is described for the purpose of learning. On the other hand, an ESP programme is therefore built for the function of the language for which English is required. The objective of this paper is to provide teachers of ESP insights that can help them in the preparation of language teaching materials for Medics’ students. In  this context, language items presented in the classroom should be contextualized by means of situations, and the tasks of the teacher is to find a natural way to simulate language in use and be able to bring the real world in the classroom.
